Relay teams entered must have competed at the District Level.  All relay member guidelines will be enforced as stated in the 2025 AAU Athletics Handbook.  Athletes competing in the Multi-Events, Steeplechase and Pole Vault are “EXEMPT” from previously competing in a District Meet competition to be eligible to compete at this Regional Qualifier.  AAU Track & Field athletes and clubs are only eligible to compete in their assigned /area Region.

Protests relating to matters which develop during the conduct of the meet must be made to the Referee and be filed at once, but in any case, not more than 30 minutes after the result has been announced.  Protests MUST be filed on official protest forms and presented to the Protest Table.  
The Referee shall consider all available official evidence.  	When the Referee renders his/her decision, there is still the right of appeal to the Jury of 	Appeals, accompanied by a cash deposit of $75.00.  The jury’s decision is final.  If the protest is denied, the cash deposit will be forfeited. PROTESTS CONCERNING JUDGMENT CALLS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
